Snowmobile Ordinance

Village snowmobile ordinance (5-2-1) - It shall be unlawful for any per-
son to drive or operate any snowmobile on any public property or road-
way in the Village, except as follows:

On Franklin St between the southern corporate boundary and South
Ave.

On South Ave between the western corporate boundary and the rail-
road crossing.

On North Ave between the railroad crossing and Jackson St.

On Jackson St between North Ave and Charles Mound Ave.

On Charles Mound Ave between Jackson St and Franklin St

Village residents and their guests must access the above routes following
the shortest, most direct route from the residence using streets and/or
alleys to the above described roadways.

The Village is currently considering an ordi-
nance to allow ATV travel through the Village
along similar routes as currently used by
snowmobiles. We welcome any input to this
discussion.

Village Ordinances

o Snow and Ice—(Ord 6-1-1-B) It shall be unlawful for any owner or occupant of any
premises within the corporate limits to permit the accumulation of snow and ice to re-
main upon the sidewalks for a period longer than 24 hours in front of his/her premises.

o Animal Control—(Ord 4-3) General provisions of the Village Animal Control Ordi-
nance includes, but is not limited to, the following: It shall be unlawful to beat, under-
feed, overload or abandon any animal. Fail to provide any animal with proper shelter
or care. To permit any dog or other animal to howl, yelp, whine, bark or make noise in
such a manner as to disturb any person or neighborhood at anytime of the day or night.
To allow any places where any animal is kept to become unclean or unsanitary or be-
come offensive to those residing in the area. To keep on premises more than 4 dogs or
cats or any combination thereof.

Other items to keep in mind for the winter months:

o When plowing or shoveling snow, keep the fire hydrants free and clear of snow.
o Yard waste only is acceptable at the village yard waste dump site. Do not leave con-
struction material, garbage or appliances.

Village Wastewater

An article appeared in the Oct/Nov/Dec 2010 Newsletter regarding the Village
Wastewater system and the issues the Village have been attempting to address. Two of the
main issues being infiltration and illegal hook-ups. Many of the infiltration problems have
been addressed by the repair of several man-holes and sewer mains. The problem of illegal
hook-ups are still a main focus of the Village. Many residents have illegal hook-ups and
may not even realize it. An illegal hook-up, in simple terms, is any hook-up that allows
storm water or ground water to enter the sanitary sewer system. A few examples would be
a basement that leaks and the water runs across the basement floor into a floor drain that
is connected to the sanitary sewer system. A sump-pump that discharges into a floor drain
connected to the sanitary sewer system is an illegal hook-up.

Inspections have been done on about 1/3 of the houses in town either by an actual
visit to the home or via camera work done through the Village sewer lines. The Village
would like your cooperation to keep this project and subsequent repair work moving for-
ward. If you suspect your home may be in violation and would like someone to check it,
please notify the Village office or any Trustee. You also may be contacted to schedule an
inspection. Please take the time to work with the village representative. To help preserve
the affordable utility rates we all enjoy today, it is necessary to keep advancing this project.

Veta Grande Dry Bridge—The new bridge is only days away from opening at the time of
publishing of this newsletter. The bridge is a fine example of a modern, two-lane, sturdy
bridge with great site lines. What’s next for the Village, a traffic light?

Flushable or not? -

Many convenience products are sold these days as “flushable” or “safe for sewer
systems”. Baby wipes, cleaning wipes and toilet bowl cleaning pads are among the
most popular items to be advertised as “safe for flushing”. Other items that are rou-
tinely flushed but should not be, are any and all feminine hygiene products. The Vil-
lage is experiencing a recent problem with surgical type rubber gloves found to be clog-
ging pipes and pumps. Cooking grease should not be poured down the kitchen sink or
toilet. Grease from home cooking should be poured into an old can, cooled and thrown
in the trash.

As a safe guard for your homes piping system and to help keep village pumps,
pipes and wastewater pond biochemical composition working at the optimal levels,
keep in mind that the only things that should be flushed are toilet paper,
urine and fecal matter.
